General weather patterns:

For stations from Chiang Khan, Vientiane and Nong Khai and Paksane

Compared to long term average (LTA), during last week the water levels at these stations were fluctuated
above the LTA.

For stations from Nakhon Phanom to Pakse

Compared to long term average (LTA), during last week the water levels at these stations were fluctuated
above the LTA.

For stations from Stung Treng to Kompong Cham

Compared to long term average (LTA), during last week the water levels at these stations were fluctuated
above the LTA.

For stations from Phnom Penh to Prek Kdam

Compared to long term average (LTA), during last week the water levels at these stations were fluctuated
above or about the LTA.

Tan Chau and Chau Doc

Compared to long term average (LTA), during last week the water levels at these stations were fluctuated
above the LTA.

Dry season situation

Compared to the Long Term Average (LTA), water levels at stations along mainstream of Mekong River

were fluctuating above or about the LTA. There were SOme rainfalls had mostly happened in the upper and
middle reaches of LMB, and the maximum accumulated weekly rainfall was less than 100 mm. (see Table A2).
